Friends of the Library Report
IFriends President Gretchen Rehak gave an overview of the Friends’ activities in recent weeks:

e Gretchen reported that the Friends membership following its drive in the fall/winter now
stands at 507; down by 43 from last year at this same time.

e The St. Patrick’s Day party was sold out and a highly successful fundraiser that garnered
$3,000 for the Friends. Another successful fundraiser was the ongoing basket raffles.

e Regarding special events, the recent visit by Chinese cook book author Jen Lin-Liu was
attended by approximately 50 Chinese cooking aficionados; visiting author Casey
Sherman’s event was less well attended.

e The children’s Easter Egg Hunt event was a wild success, with the program’s sponsors
actually running out of eggs. A total of 320 kids searched and rescued 2,000 stuffed
plastic eggs from the environs of Steward School.

e There’s a new library pass that Friends of the Library members may borrow — to the
baseball farm team, the Paw Sox.

e Gretchen announced that June 18" is the Summer Reading kickoff day for the annual
reading program.

e The Friends are sponsoring a float in the Topsfield Fair parade this year in conjunction
with the Topsfield Community Read Event of Barbara Kingsolver’s Animal, Vegetable,
Miracle.

e Gretchen also reported that more people are stepping in to express interest in board
positions and getting involved in the Friends group but that no one has as of yet
expressed an interest in becoming its president.
